
Options and Procedures for Contributing Funds to the 2009 Washington National 
Agriculture Imagery Program (NAIP) Project

NAIP 2009 Project
The 2009 Washington NAIP Project is currently being planned by the Farm Services  Agency (FSA) and the Washington State NAIP Planning Committee 
(WSNPC).  Aerial photography collection will start in spring of 2009.  Two ortho-imagery data sets will be provided to WSNPC by FSA:
 •  A preliminary set of Compressed County Mosaics (CCM’s) provided on DVD’s (one or two DVD’s per county).  This data should become   
    available in August through October 2009.
 •  The final uncompressed geo-tiff data.  This data typically becomes available the winter-spring of 2009/2010. 

Standard specifications for the imagery are one-meter color digital images.  “Buy-up” options if additional funds are raised include:
 •  Addition of the infrared (IR) band.
 •  Increased resolution from the standard one-meter too either 1.5 feet or two feet.

Managing Funds Contributed by Partnering Organizations
The Washington State Department of Natural Resources (WDNR) has volunteered to be the “bank” for the 2009 NAIP Project.  WDNR oversees the 
Surveys and Maps Account that exists to handle funds associated with cooperative mapping projects in the state of Washington.  WDNR will sign a contract 
with the Farm Services Agency (FSA) in February 2009 so the WSNPC can pay FSA for Washington’s share of the costs. 

Options and Procedures for Contributing Funds
Federal agencies can work directly with the Farm Services Agency or with WDNR.  State, county, local, educational and private organizations, as well as 
Tribes should work with WDNR.

 1.  A purchase order sent to WDNR is the preferred method of contributing funds.

 FSA uses a qualification and bidding process for selecting its vendors. Authority for obtaining this image data could be any / all of the following  
 purchase authorities:
  a.  Sole source since it is available only from the Farm Services Agency.
  b.  DNR’s authority to work with other organizations on cooperative mapping projects in Washington State is RCW (Revised Code of  
       Washington) 58.22 and 58.24.

Timing of Payment
WDNR would like to receive a purchase order from contributing organizations by February 15, 2009.  This will allow us to sign a contract with FSA.  

Organizations can: 
 1.  wait until the project is completed and data is received then pay their contribution to WDNR.
 2.  pay their contribution as portions of the project are completed.  WDNR staff will work with you to accommodate your desired payment schedule  
      and date(s). This way we can accommodate the various fiscal years and funding situations of individual partnering agencies.  Project planning  
      and infra-structure development are underway, so partners could make their contribution starting now.
